STATE ME NT BY THE PRES I DENT 

REMOVAl OF NUClEAR WARHEADS FROK UKRAINE AND AGREEMENT ON 

CFE FlANK ISSUE 

UKRA INIAN PRESIDENT KUCHMA HAS ANNOUNCED THAT All NUClEAR 
WARHEADS HAVE BEEN REMOVED FROM THE TERRITORY OF UKRAINE. 
THIS IS A REMARKABLE ACHIEVEMENT. IN 1991, THERE WERE 
MORE THAN 4999 STRATEG IC AND TACTICAL NUCLEAR WARHEADS IN 
UKRAINE. TODAY THERE ARE NONE. I APPLAUD THE UKRAINIAN 
GOVERNMEN T FOR ITS HISTORI C CONTRIBUTION IN REDUC ING THE 
NUC LEAR THREAT. WHEN THE PRESIDENTS OF UKRAINE, RUSSIA 
AND I SIGNED THE JANUARY 1994 TRilATERAl STATEMENT ON THIS 
ISSUE, WE LOOKED FORWARD TO A DAY THAT HAS NOW ARRIVED. 

THE TRUST AND COOPERATION THE UNI TED STATES AND UKRAINE 
HAVE ESTABLISHED IN RESOLVING THIS ISSUE ARE A CORNERSTONE 
OF A BROAD AND PRODUCTIVE RELATIONSHIP. UKRAINE HAS 
EMBARKED ON A BOlD COURSE OF POll TICAL AND E CON OM I C 

REFORM, lAYING THE FOUNDATIONS FOR DEMOCRACY AND A MARKET 
ECONOMY. WE REMAIN COMMITTED TO SUPPORTING UKRAINE 
THROUGH ITS AMBITIOUS AND FAR-SIGHTED REFORMS AND TO 
WORKING WITH UKRAINE AND OUR EUROPEAN PARTNERS TO PROMOTE

I HAVE ASKED SECRETARY PERRY TO MEET NEXT WEEK WITH HIS 
UKRAINIAN AND RUSSIAN COUNTERPARTS, MINISTERS SHMAROV AND 
GRACHE V, AND MARK THE SUCCESSFUL IMPLEMENTATION OF THE 
TRilATERAl STATEMENT BY VISITING A DESTROYED ICBM SILO AND 
A FORMER NUCLEAR WEAPONS STORAGE FACILITY IN UKRAINE. IN 
DOING so, THEY Will CE lEBRATE ANOTHER IMPORTANT STEP IN 
MAKING THE WORLD SAFER FOR US All. 

ON THIS DAY OF IMPORTANT MILESTONES, I ALSO WELCOME THE 
AGREEMENT THAT WAS REACHED TODAY IN VIENNA BY THE 39 
NATIONS PARTY TO THE CONVENTIONAl FORCES IN EUROPE ICFEJ 
TREATY. THIS AGREEMENT RESOLVES A DIFFICUlT PROBLEM THAT
