THAT THE UNIVERSITY IS CONTROLLED BY SENDERO. f~ B6

BATTLEGROUND IN THE FIGHT BETWEEN SL AND THE GOVERNMENT 
OF PERU. CONTINUING VIOLENCE AT THE UNSCH WAS A CENTRAL

AND THE AMBASSADOR'S (DECEMBER 5) AYACUCHO VISIT (REF A).

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VEHICLES ENTERED THE CAMPUS. MASKED SOLDIERS TRASHED THE

MILITARY OR POLICE IN AYACUCHO, IS WILLING TO MAKE FORMAL 
ACCUSATIONS AGAINST THE FORCES OF ORDER. EVERY WITNESS 
WHO- CAME FORWARD FOLLOWING THE CAYARA MASSACRE· HAS DIED 
OR DISAPPEARED. SIMILARLY, THOSE WHO SAW THE KILLING OF 
CARETAS REPORTER HUGO BUSTIOS.· WITH NO FORMAL EYEWITNESS 
TESTIMONIES TO ANY OF THESE CASES OF ALLEGED ARMY OR
