l. In generel, the forecast prssented at the midaizht
briefine was confirmed, except thet in the levels besween §
ead 15 thousznd feet tne forecgst was light and variadble. Iz
en sttszpt <0 Geliceste directicn to these winds, it was
determined that the best fcrecest that could be givea was for
the 10 thoussnd foot lsvel. This was forecest to be westerly
et 10 kpots as the most pessismistic situastion. Coasequerntly,
the kodogrerh plot vas mads using the 10 thousend foot westerly
wind in arder %o prssent ths post pessimistic situation whiech
©  would occur. Tzis picture gave resultant_winds in the directioa
[ ©of Rongelap-end Rong -bowever, it was cansidered that the
distence to Ronselap and Reongerik coc—persd to thes resultant
w_ad speeds were such that no fell-out should reach those atolls.
From ths forecast holdogreph the tims of travel to Rongelap would
neve psel ebout 12 to 15 hours. The hodograph plot did Lhowsver
sbhow that certeinly TARE site woulld be heavily contacinated,
end most likely NAN. The hodogreph gave Two geaeral fell-cut
areas. The lowsr level ruaning from 260 degrees erownd through
south t0 90 degrees with a six hour fall-cut line ig the idlrectican
cs Yne populeted stolls in the soutisest guadrent abdbout 15 te
20 ziles out frar goound zere. The high level redex >an froa
ebout L5 dezreses to 80 degrees with a six hour fall-out lime %o
?7C ziles. (Since-the 6 hour fall-cut lines were cozpited cu about
10GC cicron perticle size, it was recomnanded that the distance
ne goubled for sefety. This acounted to considering pariicle

sizes down 0 about 70 microuns).
