Communist Propaganda 

 

 

 

To counter the fascist propaganda which has been launched after the discoveries made in the 
Katyn woods, the communist organisations received instructions to prepare a material on anti-
fascist propaganda showing the terror launched by the fascist army in Austria, Czechoslovakia 
and the Soviet territories under Nazi occupation.  

For the discreditation of the fascist regime generally and of the Fuhrer especially, the 
Communists will prepare all the material in such a way to show Hitler’s previous attitude 
regarding Poland when he presented himself as an understanding and supporting friend of 
Polish people and their vital needs (access to the sea) in his public discourses.  

Therefore, Fuhrer’s discourse delivered in Reichstag on 21st of May 1935 will be speculated, 
when he said:  

“With all our understanding as true nationalists, we recognise the state of Poland as the country 
of great people with well-developed national conscience”. Afterwards, the Nazi attacked 
Poland on September 1939, without taking into consideration the clauses of the German-Polish 
Treaty signed on 21st of January 1921 and the efforts made by the Vatican and European 
countries to prevent the war.    
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
