Assassination of Former Chilcan Ceneral Carleos Prats

On 30 September General Carles Prats Gon:iales, former
commander-in-chicf of the Chilcan army and Minister of Defense
during the Allcnde regime, and his wifc were killed by the
blast of a bomdb thrown at their car as they werce returning to
their home in Buenos Aires. According to the local~police, the

-assassins were waiting for Prats and his wife as he drove up to
his apartment building. The assailants opened machine gun fire
and threw a bomb inte the car, the cxplosion and resulting fire
killing both., Prats had been living quietly in Bucnos Aires
since his arrival in voluntary exile after the fall of Allende's
goverament in September 1973. llc was not permitted to make any
public appearances or statements and had faithfully carriecd out
the testrictive instructions pertaining to his cxile in Bucnos
Aires. Prats had cscaped a previous assassinction attempt
during June 1963 in Santiago, Chile. No terrorist group has
claimecd responsibility for the assassination. SEEvsIsts R
