) A. A Director, a Deputy Director, a Chief of Staff,
a3 headquarters establichment, and such gub~
ordinate units, facilitics, and activities as are
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specifically assigned to the Agency by the Secretary
of Defense oz by the Joint Chiefs of Staff acting
under the authority and direction of the Secretary
of Defense.

Satisfying the intelligence requirements of the

FUNCTICONS

Under its Director, the Defense Intelligence Agency shall
perform the following functions:

Develop and produce all DoD intelligence estimates
and DoD information and contriburions to National
Estimates for the United States Intelligence Board,
Such estimates and contributions may indicate
differenced in apalysis and evaluniion.

Provide for the assembly, integration, and valida-
tion of all Department of Defense intelligence
requirements and the assignment of relative
priorities therato; assign specific requirements to
Department of Defense collection resources; and
originats requests, when necessary, to non-Depart-
ment of Defanse collection resources to fulfill DoD
réquirements.

Eatablish a aingle DoD Collaction Requiremants
Registry and Facility which will be fully compatible
with any National Requirements Registry and Facility,

Provide plans, programs, policies, and procedures
for DoD collection activitias,

Conduct such technical and coumterintelligence
functions as may be subsequently assigned to DIA.

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F. Provide all Department of Defense current
intelligeance.

G. Establish and maintain the DoD Indications
Center.

H. Conduct coordinating and planning activities
to achieve the maximum cconomy and eificiency
in the conduct and management of all Department
of Defenge intelligence activities.

I. Provide the Secretary of Deféense, the staff
assistants to the Secretary, the military depart-
ments, the Joint Chiefs of Staff, specialized
DoD agencies, the unified and specified commands,
and other organizations in the national intelligence
conwounity with military intelligencs.

J. Develop DoD intelligence research and development
requirements.

K. Develop plans for the integration of DoD intelligence
and caounterintelligence training programs, career
development programs for intelligence persannel,
general support programs, and other intelligence
activities of the military departments.

L. Cooperats with the Central Intelligence Agency and
other intelligence organizations for mutual support;
ctommon apd combined usage of facilitics, rescurces,
and training programes; and elimination of duplica=
tion.

M. Provide in the person of the Director, DLA, one of
the Department of Defense rapresentazives to the
United States Intelligence Boaxd,
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Provide for DoD representation on USIB comn-
mittees and on all other inter-governmental
intelligeace committees.

Provide guidance, in conformance with USIB
policies, to the major compenents of the
Department o:f Defense on the public relsase
of Defense intelligence information.

Devclop plans, programc, policias, and
pProcedures for intelligence mapping and
charting activities,

Prapare and submit to the Secratary of Defensa,
under procedures approved by the Assistant
Secretary of Defease {Comptroller), a consolidated
DoD budger for inrelligence activitles covered by
this Diractive, together with recommendations
pertaining thereto; and participate in the adminis-
tration of the consolidated budget. The consolidated
budget will include the estimates of the funds required
to finance the intelligence actvities organized within
and directly managed by DIA, and the eatimatos of
the military departments of the funds required to
finance the intelligence activitiss which they conduct
subject to review aad coordinaticn by DIA.

Integrate DoD intelligares automation and autoe-
matic data processing plans and programs,
insuring that they complemsnt each other gad
those of non-DeD intelligence agencies to the
maximum extent practicable.

Discharge auch ather intelligence functions as
the Secxretary of Defense orx the Joint Chiefs of
Staff may assiga.

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V. RELATIONSHIPS

A,

In the performaance of its functions, the Defense
Intelligence Agency shali:

1, Coordinate actions as appropriate with the
other components of the Department of Defense
and with those departments and agencies of
government having collateral or related
functione in its field of assigned. responsi-
bilitica.

2, Maintain appropriats liaison with the other
components of the DoD and with the neceasary
departments and 2gencies of the government
for the exchange of information and findings
in the fiald of its acsigned responsibility.

The military departments and other DoD components
shall provide support, within their respective fields
of responsibility, to the Director of the Defense
Intelligence Agency as may be necassary to carry
out the assigned responsibilities of the Agency.

VL AUTHORITY

To discharge the rasponsibilitics of the Agency, the
Dirgetor, DIA, or his designees, ara specifically
delegated authority to:

Have free and unrestiricted access to and direct
communication with all elements of the Department
of Defenss as well as organications in the national
intellgence community.

Operate and c¢ontrol all organizations, activities,
and rescurces assigned or atfacked to the Defenss
Intelligence Agency.
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C. Establish D1A wntelligence facilities, taking-over
or using, wherever feasible, established facilitias
of the military departments,

D. Obtain such information from any component of the
Dol as may be necessary for the performance of
DIA!s functions.

E. Supervise the execution of 2pproved plans, programs,
policies, and procedures far those DoD intelligence
functions and activities not directly assigned to DIA.

F, Centralize or consolidate the functions for which
DIA is responsible to the extent the Director desms
fcasible and desirable in consonance with the aims
of maximum over-all efficiency, economy, and
affectiveness,

VII. ADMINISTRATION

A. The Director, Deputy Director, and Chief of Staff
cf the Defense Intelligence Agency shall be appointed
by the Secretary of Defense from commissioned
cfficers of the Armed Forces on active duty who
normally shall be from differant Services. However,
there shall be no established system of intereService
rotation or designation for these key posts. The
Director shall have at loast three-star rank while
serving in this position. His appointment shall he
for a term of four years.

B. The appeointment of cther persomnel, eivilian and
military, to the Agency will be subject to the
approval of the Director, DIA.

C. The Defense Intelligence Agency will be authorizad
Buch persomme), facilities, funds, and other adminis«~
trative support as the Secretary of Defense deems
necessary for the porformance of its functions. The
military departments and.other DoD components ghalt
