PRESIDENT NAVARRO CUT OFF ALL NEWS COVERAGE IN THE AREA OF THE 
OIL FIELDS LEADING TO THE SPECULATION THAT THE PROBLEM IN 
MONTREV HAS REACHED CRISIS PROPORTIONS. 

THE CONFUSION SURROUNDING THE MONTREV SITUATION IS 
COMPOUNDED BY REPORTS OF LARGE NUMBERS OF AMERICANS IN THE 
BULLATCHA AREA. THE TIMING OF THE ARRIVALS OF AMERICANS IN 
BULLATCHA COINCIDES WITH REPORTS OF CONTINGENTS OF DOE 
PERSONNEL DEPARTING LIVERMORE, CA & LAS VEGAS, NV. THE DOE 
INSTALLATIONS AT THESE LOCATIONS SPECIALIZE IN HANDLING 
NUCLEAR EMERGENCIES. 

EARLIER IN THE WEEK SEVERAL C-141 AIRCRAFT FROM FORT BRAGG 
WERE SEEN LANDING ANO UNLOADING PERSONNEL AT A BASE ON THE 
MONTREV BORDER. THE DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE WOULD NOT COMMENT ON 
WHETHER THIS LARGE FORCE IS PART OF THE ASSISTANCE SENT TO 
BULLATCHA. -
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
