Dear Mr. Gene;al Secreétary:

I wish to bring to your attention a matter which could
prove most serious if nc'>t quickly resolved.

I was distressed to learn that special radio transmitters
recently installed adjacent to the U, S. Embassy in Moscow have
begun beaming microwave transmissions into our Embassy.
These transmissions have created levels of radiation within the
Embassy which may, in the opinion of our medical authorities,
repfesent a hazard to the health of the American fa.mi'lies living
and working in that building. Indeed, .in one particular case,
they may already have caused a serious health problem for onP;
mex.nb_er of our Embas sy staff., |

I raise this mattér with you, Mr. Géﬁeral Secretary,
because I believe you would wish to know about a matter which
is of vital concern to me and to the Az_nericans living and working

I am certain that, whatever the purpose of these trans-

missions, it cannot be the intention of Soviet authorities to pose

a threat to the health, or even the peace of mind, of our people

in Moscow. . I am conscious that the level of the transmissions

in question is below US safety standards, but it is also true that

DEC!

no one has had much e:lcperience with this form of radiation
exposure over extended periods of time, Further, the trans-
mission level has been at, and sometimes above, Soivet safety
standard;.

It is hard to conceive that the pl;rposés of these trans-
missions are so overriding th.a,t they would be continued even
in the face of our notification to you that they pose unacceptable
potential hazards to the health of our employees.

| I believe you share my desire that an issue such as

this should be removed before it becomes a serioﬁs obstacle
to the impréved relationship bétween our two countries which we
both' seek.

I therefore trust that you will have these transmissions
| ended immediately.
