For
instance he recently questioned in Parliament re Cuba and
had been able reply that GOT had been kept generally advised
re developing situation there and had been concurren?ly
informed when USG decided necessary take action. T@ls had
seemed satisfy questioner but basic phenomeno? persists and
this explains Sancar's problem, including de§1re expressed
by him for physical Turkey presence on Polaris.
